Integrated functionality  
at your fingertips 
The milking point controller (MPC) is 
the vital parlour user interface for the 
ALPRO® herd management system 
and the control unit for all operations 
at the milking point. It communicates 
the incoming data per cow from the 
ID system together with milking data, 
to the herd management system. The 
system gives various alerts on the MPC 
display to support operators in deciding 
whether or not to milk a cow, divert her 
from the herd or dump the milk.  
Greater flexibility in the parlour’s 
configuration allows you to customise 
your combination of DeLaval MPC510 
and MPC610. 

Both DeLaval MPC510 and DeLaval 
MPC610 offer full control over the 
milking point and full herd management 
connection in the parlour. However the 
premium DeLaval MPC610 allows you 
to make many more active inputs on all 

milking points, than DeLaval MPC510. 
DeLaval MPC610 also operates as a 
parlour terminal unit for parameter 
settings, gate control and active herd 
management operations.

Reliable features and options 
The operator can rely on either the 
DeLaval MPC510 or DeLaval MPC610 
to perform all necessary operations for 
milking the cow. Both units are proven 
to control the cluster remover and the 
milk meter or flow indicator. The units 
have a clear display for cow ID, milk 
yield and other attentions. It is possible 
to sort cows with both units. DeLaval 
MPC610 allows you to perform extra 
activities such as indexing and entry/
exit gate control. The typical set-up 
uses DeLaval MPC610 on the entry 
and exit, while DeLaval MPC510 
handles all the other milking points.
